The presentation of the triennial
Scholar and Artist Awards highlighted
the 1986 Phi Kappa Phi National
Convention held August 10-14 at
Michigan State University.

The winner of the Phi Kappa Phi
Scholar Award was Dr. Verner E.
Suomi, professor of meteorology and
director of the Space Science and En-
gineering Center at the University of
Wisconsin-Madison,

The Phi Kappa Phi Artist Award was
presented to Mr. William A, Brown,
professor of music at the University of
MNaorth Florida.

The awardees received a check for
$1,500, a plague and a citation

Dr. Suomi, a leader in international
research on the weather, has played a
key role in developing the utility of
remote sensing in meteorological re-
search. The “'Spin-Scan Camera,’”
which he developed, has revolution-
ized satellite meteorology making it
possible to examine the same weather
system repeatedly at intenals of a few
minLtes,

The technology that Suomi has
helped to innovate has served as the
basis for the establishment of the
Global Atmospheric Research Pro-
gram, which is one of the largest in-

ternational cooperative scientific
undertakings in world history. Not
only has this program literally saved
millions of dollars in costs for weather
observations, but it has been highly
successful in its human and political
aspects because it has brought scien-

cooperative effort to the benefit of all.
