You Should Consider Taking English Composition Even if You have High Test Scores 

There are several reasons you may want to enroll in English 101 or English 102 even if your test scores are good enough to 
automatically receive credit. First, computerized tests like ACT, SAT, and Compass are not the best measures of writing 
ability. Just because you got a high score on a multiple-choice test doesn’t necessarily mean you are a strong college writer. 
But the most important thing is what you will miss. English Composition would likely be your smallest class your freshman 
year (25 students or less), and that means lots of individual attention from your instructor and lots of help with your writing. 
The course also encourages discussion and collaboration with other students. Many students say they made great friends in 
English Composition; for many, it is their favorite first-year class. Finally, English 102 instructors will expect you to have all the 
skills you would have learned in English 101. Instructors in other disciplines will also expect you to have sound writing skills. Do 
you feel confident that you have acquired all the writing skills necessary to succeed in English 102 and other college courses?
