We anticipate funding
of 2-4 pilot projects at $50,000 direct costs per year.

Eligibility: To be eligible for pilot project funding, applicants must:

e Hold either a tenure/tenure track faculty position or a research assistant/associate professor faculty
position.

e Include in the proposal a significant use of The Biomolecular Research Core Facility (BRC) or
Biomedical Research Vivarium Core.

Applicants are ineligible for an award if they:

e Currently hold other IDeA program (INBRE, COBRE, CTRD) pilot project or research project leader
funding.
e Arethe Pl on an RO1 grant or equivalent (e.g. NSF Career, etc.)?

Award: $50,000
Application Process: The application must include the following elements:

e Title and Project Summary (30 lines, Arial 11pt)
e Specific Aims (1-page)

e Description of Core use (1 page)

e NIH-style Biographical Sketch

e NIH Other support document

e Budget and justification, not to exceed $50,000

e Application Due: 5/26/2025
e Earliest Start Date: 6/19/2025
