Criteria for Evaluating Online Discussions

1. Responds to topic in Discussion Group

3. Participates in the discussion with at least the minimum of 4 threads


2pts:  Student:

checks discussion group frequently 





responds to challenging questions


0pt:   Student:

does not respond to questions posted by others.
