Mediation in court helps tenants and landlords resolve conflicts surrounding 
evictions. Ada County’s mediation program was in place prior to 2019 and 
Canyon County’s ran from November 2020 to June 2023. Ada and Canyon 
Counties experienced lower rates of formal eviction than other counties.

37.1% of renting households with an eviction filing received a formal eviction.

This is a 18.0% drop from 2019 and a 9.4% drop from 2022. The drop in the 
rate could be a result of organizations increasing eviction prevention services.

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Eviction filings occur when a landlord initiates an eviction case in court that may or may 
not result in expulsion of a tenant from a residence. Formal evictions occur when a court 
judgment results in the expulsion of a tenant from a residence. 

Eviction filings increased by 44.2% from 2022. 
Formal evictions only increased by 15.2% from 2022.
